You’ll take classes, go out dancing, rest, share, and discover the
many faces of tango, beyond stereotypes and clichés.
 We’ll stay in a private house with a pool, just for our group, creating
a safe and warm space where connection and presence are at the
center of everything.
 This journey is guided by those who were born and raised in the
city, we know the real Buenos Aires, and we want to show it to you
from the inside out.

 • Group tango classes with renowned local teachers
 • Evening outings to different milongas, from the most classic to
the most contemporary styles
 • Private house or hotel, shared only by our group, with a swimming
pool, terrace, and common spaces
 • Free time to explore the city, rest, or keep dancing
 • Ongoing support from Gero and Romi throughout your stay, and if
you stay longer, we’ll still be here to help you

Dates
 Arrival possible from Friday, December 26
 Departure on Tuesday, January 6

Accommodation
 A charming place in Palermo, with private bathrooms, shared
kitchen, swimming pool, terrace, and common areas.
 Airport transfer included upon arrival.

Tango classes
 7 group classes (3 hours each) with a short break and refreshments
included.

Taxi dancers
 You’ll have the option to take classes and attend milongas with
experienced local teachers as taxi dancers (available as an extra
service).

Milongas
 7 organized outings to different milongas, curated to let you feel
the richness and diversity of Buenos Aires' tango nights. Including
entry fees
You’ll also have some free evenings to choose your own adventure.

Meals
 The accommodation includes a fully equipped kitchen. Meals are
organized freely, and you’ll have access to fresh, seasonal,
agroecological fruits and vegetables.

 This is not a pre-packaged tour. It’s a deeply curated experience,
guided by people who were born and raised in Buenos Aires, and
who live tango as a way of being.
 You’ll dance with teachers who carry decades of experience, and
who are still exploring. You’ll be welcomed, accompanied, and held.
 You won’t just learn steps, you’ll connect with the culture, the
streets, the music, and the emotion that make tango a living
language.
 And all of this, with the warmth of a small group and the care of a
team who designed this journey not as a product, but as a gift.

A full day in El Tigre (all inclusive)

 A magical getaway to the river delta just outside the city, lush
nature, canals, wooden docks, and a slower rhythm of life.
 We’ll spend the day at the private home of renowned
bandoneonist Hugo Satorre, surrounded by water and trees. There,
we’ll enjoy a special live concert, good food, and deep connection, a
unique way to experience another face of Buenos Aires.

 An intimate and carefully curated walk through the heart of
Buenos Aires, stories, history, hidden corners, and the cultural roots
that shaped tango.
